The Teck Kootenay Cup series #5 and #6 will be held at the Kimberley Nordic Club (KNC) on February 8th 
and 9th in Kimberley, B.C. This year, KNC is hosting a Tier 2 Points race as part of the TECK Kootenay Cup 
series. With an excellent location in the SE corner of BC that is well situated for many clubs, expect 
excellent competition and a buzzing atmosphere with as many as 350 racers and teams from across 
western Canada and the US. 
 
 



 
 
The Saturday February 8th race is in classic technique with sprint distances from 100m for the U8 
category to 1350m for U18 and older. Most skiers will start with individual sprint qualifiers, followed by 
heats. The format for younger skiers will follow the King’s Court format.  Racers in the U14 category may 
also be able to compete in the King’s Court format competition if time permits.  
 
The Sunday February 9th races will be mass start with skate technique. Distances range from 500m for 
the U8 category to 15km for the U20 and older men. The race courses are an exciting mix of climbs and 
descents, making for fun and challenging skiing.   
 
Spectators are always welcome! Come and support your local and surrounding Nordic clubs for a fun-
filled weekend at the beautiful Kimberley Nordic Club. There will be food, music and a whole lot of fun 
to be had!
