What is the Locker?

The Locker is an online platform built specifically for coaches. Create your free account to engage in NCCP eLearning, register for events, access your NCCP coaching transcript, and more.  You can find a link to the Locker HERE.
Where do I find my NCCP # / Coaching #?

If you do not know your NCCP#, go to the Coaching Association of Canada’s ‘Locker’ HERE.  If you do not remember your sign-on information, follow the instructions and a confirmation email will be sent to your inbox so that you can verify your account.

How do I sign into the Locker?

If you do not know your NCCP#, go to the Coaching Association of Canada’s ‘Locker’ HERE.  If you do not remember your sign-on information, follow the instructions and a confirmation email will be sent to your inbox so that you can verify your account.

Do I need a Coach License?

Yes, if you are a Cross Country Ski coach, you need to register for your Coaching License.  More information can be found on the Nordiq Canada website HERE.  A registration link can be found in the same spot.  Please note than a Coach License is different from an NCCP # / Coach #.  
How do I get a Coach License?

Once I’ve taken an NCCP Coaching Workshop, am I certified?

No.  Once you have completed a workshop, you are in your “training” stage.  Once your training is completed, there are various evaluations, depending on which context you are in.   You can find Coach Pathways for each context on the CCBC website HERE with links to evaluations and practical experience forms.
Do I need to be a certified coach to move on with my training in the next level?

No.  Once you have “trained” status, you are able to move into the next context of your training.   For example, once you are Community Coach (CC) Trained, you can take the L2T(Dryland) workshop.  

Are the prerequisites really necessary to attend a workshop?

Yes.  All prerequisites must be completed prior to attending a workshop.  Progression in a context is based on building your knowledge and skills.  The prerequisite training gives you what you will need to progress to more technical practices. It will ensure that you get the most out of your training.   Also, note, that taking a workshop without the prerequisites will mean that you will not be credited with the workshop until the prerequisites are completed.  

How do I become a certified coach?

Each context has its own unique evaluations that must be completed for certification.  For more information on what is required, please see the Coach Pathways for each context on the CCBC website HERE with links to evaluations and practical experience forms.
Do I have to pay for the Making Ethical Decisions (MED) evaluation in the Locker?

The cost of this evaluation is included in your workshop training.  Therefore, if you have done the workshop, then your online MED evaluation will be free.

Where do I find an Experience Form and what do I do with it?

Each context has its own unique Experience Form.  An experience form is used to track your coaching & experience over a certain period of time.   You can find a copy of your context’s experience form on the CCBC Website -  HERE.

Is there a minimum age needed to attend an NCCP coaching workshop?

Yes.  For Community Coaching workshops, participants must be a minimum of 14 years of age on the day the workshop starts.  L2T workshops require a minimum age of 16 years of age.  The CCBC Minimum Age for NCCP Workshops Policy can be found HERE.

After I’ve completed my coaching workshop, what age group can I coach?

Am I covered for insurance while coaching for my club?

If you have completed your NCCP coach training for the age-group you are coaching, then yes, you are covered under insurance.  Please refer to the CCBC Minimum Mandatory Coaching Qualification Policy HERE.  You must also register each year for your Coaching License.  By registering you are covered with insurance.  
What is an “online module” and how do I access it?

Online modules are training that you can do from the comfort of your own home, on your computer.   For modules that have a payment associated for the training, you can enter your credit card #.   Some modules are free.   When you successfully complete an online module, it will automatically be added to your coaching transcript in the Locker.
You can access the online modules on the Coaching Association of Canada’s website in the Locker section. You will need to setup / sign-in to your personal account.  This sign-on page can be found HERE.   Once signed in, go to the ‘eLearning’ tab within the Locker.  Use the drop-down menu at the top of the eLearning section…there are multi-sport online modules that you can access (which are general to all sports) as well as sport-specific online modules (in the Cross Country Ski drop-down).  
What is a “Multi-Sport Module”?

A multi-sport module is coach training that is offered through the Coaching Association of Canada and viaSport.  These are modules that are relevant to all sports.  Most modules are available to complete on-line, while some also offer in-class learning.  Professional development (PD) points are awarded to coaches who complete any of these modules.  More info can be found on the Coaching Association of Canada site HERE. 
There are certain modules that are mandatory to complete training.  For example, in the L2C (Learning to Compete) context, there are 4 multi-sport modules that must be completed to obtain L2C “Trained” status.  
· Leading Drug Free Sport 

· Managing Conflict 

· Coaching and Leading Effectively 

· Psychology of Performance

To determine which modules you’ve completed (or still need to complete), go to your Locker transcript (in the Certification section in your profile).  Beside the title for each context there is a small “ i “ in a small black dot.  Click on that “ i “ and you will see what is still remaining for your “trained” or “certified” status.  
Multi-Sport Modules are usually held in-person through viaSport, the Canadian Sport Institute and the Coaching Association of Canada.  For coaches who are not able to attend the in-person courses, there is a HomeStudy option.  More info on the HomeStudy option can be found HERE.
How do I get my Evaluations done by a Coach Evaluator?

What is Maintenance of Certification and PD Points?
Maintenance of Certification is the NCCP policy that requires NCCP coaches to maintain their certification through Professional Development and training opportunities over a predetermined period.   More information can be found on the Coaching Association of Canada’s website HERE.

What is the Rule of Two?

The goal of the Rule of Two is to ensure all interactions and communications are open, observable, and justifiable. Its purpose is to protect participants (especially minors) and coaches in potentially vulnerable situations by ensuring more than one adult is present. There may be exceptions in emergency situations.   More information can be found on the Coaching Association of Canada’s website HERE.
What is a PCE Assignment and how can I participate?

PCE stands for Provincial Coaching Experience and is CCBC’s coach mentor program.  For more information on the program and how to get involved, please visit the CCBC website HERE.
